NEW ROAD — WHERE ARE WE?

e were ALL very pleased to know

and realize that construction had
started on our NEW ROAD. However, as you
well know, the best made plans among mice
and men do not always work out as they
should or as those interested would like.

On July 11, 2008, Tom Wilcox, our road engi-
neer, received a letter from Lovin Construction
“that all work that can be performed efficiently,
and cost effectively has been completed.” We
are now awaiting the approval to work within
the pond to obtain fill and build roadways.
None of this work can take place until all land
transactions have been completed and re-
corded.” The pond is located on FDOT/City of
Sarasota property!!

The main problem as of July 23, 2008 is that
FDOT in Tallahassee is dragging their feet on
supplying a warranty deed to the city for the
property they had previously given to Sarasota
by resolution. Tom Wilcox has been in con-
stant contact with the proper people. The per-
son in charge seems to have run into a brick
wall with the Drainage Engineer and has de-
cided to try a new path to get to the Legal De-
partment, then to the Real Estate Director and
then the final signature. Tom feels that the
person in charge is making every effort to pro-
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duce the warranty deed and is very coopera-
tive.

Patience is a virtue we ALL need to have and
exercise when dealing with government regard-
less at what level. Once the warranty deed is
received by the City and recorded then work
can proceed. The contractor has basically
completed the drainage/ditch project. They are
now waiting to work at reconfiguring the pond
to proper requirements and get fill material to
cover the drainage pipes in the ditch. Once the
pond work is completed they will do the road
work and all wall construction. The road and
wall area will not take very long.

For those of you who are watching the project
proceed the construction crew will have to dig
another good sized area to pump the pond dry
to facilitate reshaping the pond. The water in
the pond must be allowed to settle out the sand
and silt before it can be pumped into the drain-
age ditch.

Tom feels our land swap with the city is in or-
der and is just waiting to be processed when
FDOT completes its responsibility.

The above information that | have used was
obtained from an extensive conversation with
Tom Wilcox, on July 23, 2008.

While the permitted construction by the city has
been taking place work has been done in re-
gards to the “Roadway and Pond Maintenance
Agreement.” Again the Assistant City Attorney
is taking issue with some statements in the
“Draft” worked out in a meeting with Tom, Mr.
Connolly (Asst. City Attorney), and representa-
tives of Oakwood Manor. Tom stated in his

INFORMATION RECEIVED FROM
Stephanie Roberts
of Animal Rescue Coalition

We hold a clinic monthly where we spay/neuter
60-75 cats in one day. | have worked with
other maintenance departments for other de-
velopments, and it has been very helpful for
them to use our program. | can let you borrow
as many traps as you'd like for an extended
period and let you bring in a certain amount of
cats a month to be spayed or neutered, vacci-
nated, given flea meds and rabies shot for
free.

Unfortunately, your feral cat problem isn’t go-
ing to go away on its own. Cats are breeders.
A male cat will get a female cat pregnant every
time he tries. She will be pregnant for 7-9
weeks, and can get pregnant only a week after
having kittens. People in your development
continue to feed them so they will continue to
breed. Your problem is only going to get
worse.

Legally, you're supposed to call Animal Ser-
vices to come trap the cats because free roam-
ing cats are illegal, and if anyone in the devel-
opment feeds one cat for at least 5 days, they
can be fined up to $200 a cat. Animal Ser-
vices will euthanize them, but cats will continue
to come. The most effective program is trap,
neuter and return. It will keep the cat colony at
a steady number and they will die off in a few
years. Most of them only live a few years due
to disease, predators and accidents that occur
from living outside.

If you would like help with your problem,
please contact me at Animal Rescue Coalition.
Legally you are to do something about it; it just
depends on what route you would like to take.
